
 

ERMENEGILDO ZEGNA 2010 WOOL AWARDS WINNERS

Melbourne, Australia, 9
th

 April 2010 ς In the Centennial year of ERMENEGILDO ZEGNA and the Vellus Aureum golden prize for the 

worldΩs best superfine woollen fleece, has been won by the Windradeen farm New South Wales, Australia ς setting a new record 

in fineness. 

 

The wool growers Ed and Jill Hundy won this yearΩs trophy with a gorgeously-soft ultra-fine 10.0 micron fleece, setting a new 

world record in the fineness of wool fleeces.  The prior record had remained un-matched in fineness at 10.3 since March 2003. 

 

The Windradeen farm won ERMENEGILDO ZEGNA Vellus Aureum International Trophy record with a score of 93.1 points.  

Awarded from a maximum of 100 points, fleeces are judged on the criteria of fineness, weight, style, strength and evenness. 

 

The ERMENEGILDO ZEGNA Vellus Aureum International Trophy established in 2003, is awarded to the best of the competing 

fleeces, measuring less than 14.0 micron, with unique qualities of softness and fineness. 

 

The 2
nd

 Trophy, the ERMENEGILDO ZEGNA Wool Trophy for Protected Fleeces, was also won by the Windradeen farm, by Andrew 

and Penny Hundy, the son of the Vellus Aureum winners, with a score of 98.4 points. 

 

While the 3
rd

 Trophy, the ERMENEGILDO ZEGNA Wool Trophy for Unprotected Fleeces, was won by the DempsterΩs of Hummock 

Run in New Zealand, with a score of 97.1 points.  This consolidates New ZealandΩs position as a major player in the wool world, 

following up from a New Zealand fleece winning for the first time the Vellus Aureum Trophy in 2008. 

 

The 57
th

 ERMENEGILDO ZEGNA Wool Awards, held in Melbourne, Australia, Paolo Zegna Chairman of the ERMENEGILDO ZEGNA 

Group, presented the awards at the Grand Hyatt hotel in the presence of all the winning wool growers from Australasia. 

 

The ERMENEGILDO ZEGNA Wool Awards are run in association with the Australian Superfine Wool Growers Association.  Only 

wool from non-mulesed sheep and non single penned sheep are allowed entry into the Wool Awards.  All fleeces entered in the 

competition are purchased by the Zegna Group and commence their long journey along the road towards the creation of the 

worldΩs finest quality menswear and accessories produced under the ERMENEGILDO ZEGNA GroupΩs brands. 

 

Presenting the trophies, Paolo Zegna said: άIn the Centennial Anniversary year of ERMENEGILDO ZEGNA we are proud to 

announce this astonishing achievement of a record fleece of 10.0 micron.  This brings superfine merino wool into a new realm of 

fineness and is a testament to the miracle of nature and the skill of the growers.έ 

 

άSince 1963 ERMENEGILDO ZEGNA through its wool trophies, has been incentivizing wool growers to aim towards fineness and 

quality, which is mirrored in our pursuit of product excellence, making this the longest contest in the wool world.
